1. �Get an EORI-number (Economic Operator Registration  
and Identification number 
This is required for customs clearance. It’s free to apply for  
your number and currently only takes a few days to be issued.

2. �Contact DLG to deal with customs for you

customs formalities that are needed for your shipments.

3. �Create an account in our webportal 
Via our webportal we can arrange all Brexit necessities for you.
